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CHURCH LOCATION


The church address is 608 Hull Road, Lilydale, Victoria, 3140. It is located between Lilydale and Mooroolbark railway stations. It takes about 5 minutes to drive to either. The church is an easy walk away (200 metres) from the intersection of Hull and Swansea Roads. There are many bus stops along Swansea Road.
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Services commenced in this building in April 1979. At this time the church’s name was changed to reflect the new location. It became known as the Lilydale Seventh-day Adventist Church.





It took four years of volunteer work and $120,000 to complete the church building. It was officially opened and dedicated on March 28, 1981. We have added an extra toilet block and remodelled and enlarged the kitchen since.





CURRENT STATISTICS


The worship hall seats up to 300 people. Four hundred people currently worship here. We have two worship services every Sabbath, or Saturday, to accommodate our regular members and visitors. Both services are well attended. Sixty to one hundred people attend the first service, and two hundred to three hundred people attend the second. 





We organise Sabbath School (Bible Study) classes for every age group. There are up to 9 classes for adults.





FACILITIES


The Resource Centre has books, videos and some audiotapes. Church members can borrow books for a period of 2 to 3 weeks. The Resource Centre is upstairs, at the back of the worship sanctuary. It is open for borrowing at the end of Sabbath School, 11:15 – 11:30am, and after the second service from 12:30pm.


The Cry Room is open to parents of small children. It is located at the back left-hand corner of the worship sanctuary, and can be accessed from near the base of the stairs leading up to the Resource Centre. Parents who use the Cry Room are able to see and hear the worship service through the large double-glassed window.


A Change Table for babies is located in the disabled toilet cubicle.





VISION / MISSION


Our vision as a Seventh-day Adventist community in Lilydale, Victoria, is to know, experience and share our hope in Jesus Christ.





We aim to do this by participating in Bible study and relevant and vibrant worship services, and by developing friendships in home groups through Sabbath School classes.





It is our purpose to build “bridges of hope” with our neighbours through personal witness, friendship and Bible-based seminars and programs.





HISTORY


We worship in a modern split-level building which includes a worship room that seats three hundred people, a large hall, a kitchen and several other rooms. The church is set on three acres of land. 





We were once part of the Croydon Seventh-day Adventist church. The congregation grew rapidly in the 1970s. By 1972 several members felt the need to move to another building and begin a new congregation. The church board approved the request for a new building. A group of members rented a local church building for the purpose. Numbers increased fast and on March 3, 1973 sixty people were charter members of the new Mooroolbark Seventh-day Adventist Church.





It was important the church have its own building. Members prayed and searched for a suitable site for two years. Three acres became available at Hull Road, Lilydale. Members decided to purchase the land on June 23, 1974 during a business meeting held at the site. 





Work on the church building began in March 1977. Many members, including a number of tradesmen, volunteered their time and labour.
